Explanation of the idea of the notice of objection. This is not a literally translation. 

Our apologies for the translation quality.
There is no much space left on this small island.

Space on a small island must be organized with care, protecting values that without continued and conscientious work of the community  will be lost. Nature is one of those values.
Government declared a great part of Jan Thiel as conservation area by law, because of its extraordinary nature value. You cannot consider this value as less than other activities. The proposed change of 3.4 ha of conservation land into tourism development area does not consider the integrity of a nature area that cannot be splitted up in fragments. All left fragments will disappear automatically by time.

I wonder why government did not propose the developer to make his project more flexible for fitting in the area destined for tourism. There is no need to expand into the conservation area.
There is no evidence placed before the public of a environmental study on possible negative effects on the wider area, including the sea, around the tourism area.

Finally there is no evidence that the coastal area in Jan Thiel will be freely accessible for the public in financial, logistic and psychological sense.

These are the reasons that government must give up the plans of changing part of the conservation area in Jan Thiel into tourism area.
